In August 2010, the project approval process with City of Irving,

& Details, Engraving Details, Structural Notes, Foundation Plan, Foundation Details, Electrical
Plan, Landscape Plan, and Irrigation Plan

m Texas Accessible standards compliance certification

m Approval from Las Colinas Association

Finally the project was approved by City of Irving in January, 2014.

The construction process started in May, 2014, and construction committee was created with a
